Questions to Guide Accommodations Selection
1. What is the student’s learning strengths and needs?

2. What is the student’s present level of performance?

3. What specialized instruction does the student need to access grade-level content standards?
4. How does the student’s learning needs affect the achievement of grade-level content standards? 
5. What was the result when accommodations or modifications were previously used?
6. What is the student’s perception of how well accommodations or modifications have worked?

7. Has the student been willing to use the accommodations or modifications?

8. What are the perceptions of the parents, teachers and others about how the accommodations or modifications appear to have worked?

9. Have there been some difficulties implementing the selected accommodations or modifications?

10.Should the student continue to use an accommodation, are 
     changes needed, or should the use of the accommodation be
     discontinued?
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
